The film crew, who arrived on

the Holland America cruise liner,
were filming a newwine, food and
travel series for theWine Portfolio
programme presented by Jody
Ness. The programme which will
be airedonCNBCworld four times
aweek later in the year, iswatched
by over 88 million viewers in the
US and 330 million people world-
wide.
Mr Ness, together with Kevin

Fox, president and CEO of
Re:Source Media inc and John
Primeau, the PR manager of Hol-
land America Line, were wel-
comed to thewine festival on Sun-
day night byMichaelDelicatawho
had coordinated the visit.
The guests tried several DOK

quality wines in the Delicata hos-
pitality area before filming all
aspects of the festival, including
the live entertainment by Steve
Cole and George “Pusé” Curmi
andband; cooking ofMaltese rab-
bit plus other sumptuous dishes;
fine dining at the Saluting Battery;
plus, of course, thousands of peo-
ple simply enjoying themselves
with glasses of goodMaltesewine.

This year’s Delicata wine festi-
val,whichbroke all previous atten-
dance records on all four nights of
the event, was highly praised by
the CNBC news team who stated
that they had been caught totally
by surprise, both by the quality of
theDelicatawines and the atmos-
phere of the festival itself. As for
the venue, theywere stunned, not
only by the gardens themselves,
whichwere lit upbyDelicata espe-
cially for the event, but by the

breathtaking views across Grand
Harbour and the floodlit Three
Cities. They also commented on
what a great showcase the festival
is for Maltese wines and how
unique and impressive such an
event is, especially being that it is
all organised by one single pro-
ducer at such an exclusive venue.
The following morning, as the

cruise liner left for Gozo, the wine
team visited theDelicata winery at
thePaolawaterfront.Unfortunately

the team had to catch the ship in
Gozo before it left for Naples, liter-
ally justacoupleofhoursbefore the
first grapes from the 2010 harvest
arrived forpressing.However, I did
manage to explain the process in
full to Mr Ness and his crew as all
the equipment was laid out. We
worked our way through the grape
receiving area and Delicata’s new
fermentation hall before tasting
wines from both tank and French
oakbarrique.

Mr Ness was particularly inter-
ested in the wines made from
Malta’s two indigenous grape vari-
eties and particularly liked theGir-
gentinaandĠellewżaFrizzantes.He
also passed very favourable com-
ments on other wines made from
the international varieties such as
thetwoIGTMaltese IslandsMaltese
FalconredandPjazzaReginaredas
wellas the threeDOKMaltaMedina
VermentinoZibibboandthebarrel-
maturedGranCavalierMerlot and
Syrahwines.
